Lambeau Tour A Touchdown!

On the afternoon of Friday, May 14, approximately 50
members and guests from all 3 Wisconsin IFMA chapters
converged on Lambeau Field in Green Bay for a fabulous
tour of the recently renovated facility. Hosted by the
Packers’ Director of Facility Operations, Ted Eisenreich,
the tour told the story of the historical stadium and it’s new
life as a year round attraction.

The tour included such areas as the pump room for the
more than 30 miles of radiant heating pipe, which maintain
a root-zone temperature of 70-plus degrees during winter
months for the New Jersey grown Kentucky Blue Grass.
Some more areas covered by the tour included the various
suites and club seating areas, locker room, training room
and weight room.

Other highlights included the discussions of the game
day command centers and FBI interaction. Of particular
note was the large new atrium. The Miller Atrium is the
center of all of the activities for the public on non-game
days, and features the new Packers Hall of Fame, Curly’s
Pub, with its huge interactive game zone, and the two-story
Packers Pro Shop. It can host social events including
business meetings and large weddings!
